1. Chairman’s opening remarks; 

Chairman indicated that he wished to keep the meeting brief. 

2. Apologies for absence and approval of previous meeting’s minutes; 

Minutes from 20th and 24th of April approved 

 Matters arising: The £306.81 fine issued to Gavin Rice was in fact a practical joke. 

3. Junior Treasurer’s report; 

 The current balance is at £49. 

o This is partly because of outstanding debts to the Association. 

 C Wood to chase unpaid bills (especially his own) 

 The Senior Treasurer, Dr Allington, has asked to have the accounts sent to him for 

approval. 

 £25 issued to secure a table at the CUSU societies squash in October.  

4. Garden Party 

We have yet to secure a venue for 14th June. C Wood to ask James Wakeley about Clare 

gardens. 

5. TGM/Elections 

The TGM is to be held on 11th June. 

o Nominations for Committee/Registrar/Secretary/Vice Chairman are to open on 

the 28th May  

o Nominations close on the 4th June. 
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6. Gavin Rice 

 The Chairman moved that C Wood be instructed to ask Mr Rice for £306.81. 

 Seconded by R F McGhee, passed nem. Con. 

7. Result of the General Election 

 The Chairman moved that he be endorsed in sending a loyal address to Rt Hon David 

Cameron, MP, the First Lord of the Treasury. 

 Seconded by A Snee, passed nem. Con. 

 The Chairman noted that in light of the Conservatives’ coalition with the Liberal 

Democrats, it would be possible to permit discounts on dinner/garden party 

admission for members of CSLD. 

 The Daily Mail and Mail on Sunday had asked for information on David Laws. 

However, the Officers uncovered no evidence of his membership of CUCA. 

 R F Mcghee moved that there be a cut-out picture of Rt Hon Baroness Warsi. 

 Seconded by C Wood, passed nem con. 

8. O(U)CA 

 Suggestion from various officers of O(U)CA that we forge closer links between thw 

two Associations, in particular “Port and Policy Swaps”.  It was noted that Oxford is 

some three hours’ bus journey away. Possible swaps for formal hall at Oxford for 

Officers and potential for a joint event in the Carlton Club. 

 The Chairman noted that forging links between Student Conservative Associations 

was a thoroughly good thing, especially if it promoted the distancing of these 

Associations from Conservative Future and other similarly distasteful organisations. 

9. Any Other Business 

 At an enquiry by J Sanderson into CUCA “stash”, the Chairman and M Johnson are 

to investigate the prices of ordering CUCA ties, which may well be sold at a small 

profit. 

 It was informally agreed that publishing a second edition of the Bright Blue Freshers’ 

guide would be unfeasible; though the publication of a printed term card would be 

very necessary. M Johnson to look into printers as well as the Old Schools 

Reprographics office. 

 Chairman’s Dinner (11th June) – to be held in a banqueting room in Downing as 

opposed to the main hall. The minimum number for use of this room is twenty and 

that maximum capacity is fifty.
